Profile Role Play

Hypothetical International School is a medium sized international school (750) in a large Asian city teaching all three IB programs. 

The student body consists of 20% North European and British students, 15% USA and Canadian, 15% local nationals ,15% ANZAC, 15% Korean and 20% from various countries.  The staff body is mostly from UK, USA, Canadian, Australia, New Zealand and local nationals employed as teaching assistants and to teach the local language. The Director of the School is Canadian and the Chair of Governors is Dutch.

In response to pressure from a number of the European parents and firmly supported by the Chair of Governors a new Sex Education program has been introduced into Grade 9. This program runs for  6 weeks and is viewed as an integral part of the schools PSHE program.

All arguments must be justified in terms of the learner profile as must the final decision by the Director.
