First schoolchildren of Perm started studying by the International Baccalaureate (IB) program in 2007 and in 2015 they will be able to receive
internationally acknowledged general education certficates, granting them the right of admittance to 700 best international higher
educational establishments without passing entrance examinations.

1B schools work in 131 countries woridwide, of which currently 14 are authorized in Russia. When finishing such 3 school, students receive
internationally admowledoed certificates, Following the initiative of the Governor of Perm Kray, the Perm Kray Ministry of Education has
worked out a project 'Creating Intemational Baccalaureate System’ to be implemented on the basis of 4 educational institutions: Perm State
Teacher Training University, school 9 with a slant in physics and mathematics, school 7 with advanced studying of the English language, and
lyceum 10 under the auspices of the Perm Branch of Higher School of Economics. Fifth-graders started studying in 2007 in school 9 and first-
graders were admitted in 2008 and tenth-graders are planned to be admitted - in 2009. And the first graduates will receive internationally
acknowledged certificates in 2011.

What is the IB system?

The 1B is a universal school education system, which was initially set up by diplomats. Frequent transitions from one country to another had
by far a negative impact on children as they had to change schools, learn new languages and study by different PROGRAMS, It was then that
an idea of creating a worldwide universal school system providing up-to-date education was brought forward. Today the IBO Headguarters is
located in Geneva and its subdivisions are scattered world over.

In the first place, the IB offers a substantial amount of knowledge to be acquired by the students, and, which is of no little significance,
personality creative development and art studies boast a favorable position in its educational system, consstmg of 3 programs.
