Certificate: candidates taking one or more subjects who are not seeking the award
of the IB diploma.

Anticipated: candidates intending to complete the requirements for one or two
standard level subjects (excluding languages ab initio and pilot subjects) at the end
of their first year of the Diploma Programme. They must complete all remaining IB
diploma requirements in the corresponding examination session in the following
year.

Schools that are authorized to offer the IB Diploma Programme are grouped by geographical
region. The abbreviations used in the tables are the codes describing the following geographical
