The MA (Hons) Education in primary teaching for children 3-12 
combines theory and personal/professional development with 
practical school experience from year one.

We provide a practicum of six weeks for our first year students and 
four weeks for our second year students in a local primary school.

In semester one of second year, students following the IB Pathway 
take an IB Policy, Practice and Programmes elective, during which they 
develop their understanding of the underpinning philosophies of the IB 
and the main PYP pedagogical approaches.

Furthermore, a 
study abroad program in Northern Europe, including overseas 
internship, will also be offered.
